Remember, if you address your mail
beginning with BUNYIP::, you now
should begin with IN%. The new way of
addressing is a much better way for the
computer system. However, if you notice
problems, contact the Help Desk on
377 3025.

Dial-a-Computer!

When you’'re at home, or out of town on business, you can access the University’s mainframe
computers. If your departmental computer has a connection to the campus network, UQNET,
you can also access it. All you need is a terminal, a mainframe account, and a modem.

A modem is a device something like a telephone which allows you to
access the University's, mainframe computers from a remote
PC/Workstation via telephone lines.

Why use the University’s Computers?

You can

¢ Access your electronic mail,

e Transfer files or documents to your colleagues,

o Access other networks (AARNet, QUESTnet,
public networks)

o Access the University's Library catalog,

o Access the Administration database,

e Access the computer’s programs (languages,

databases, wordprocessing, graphics).

Library Access
You can access the University Library via dial-up
modem. You simply dial the University’s computer, then
nominate a host computer name at the prompt which
will connect you to the library. The Library has
produced a brochure on how to access the Library
system. Copies of the brochure can be obtained from
the Reference Section of Central Library.

Numbers to Dial

There are two telephone numbers that you can dial to reach the
University's computers. You can access the system at any time of day or
night. These are the numbers:
